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and financial benefits of society without
the stigma of disapproval from a

minister of Canada is working to push
through legislation to change the
definition of traditional marriage to
include same-sex couples. The pressure
is on in other countries to do the same.

We’ve seen our youth rise up in
rebellion against their parents, and the
courts defend them should any parent
try to use reasonable methods of
correction for the well-being of the child
and the order of the home.

Wives are rising up against
husbands, and everybody is insisting on
their own way all the way to the divorce
courts. Homes are breaking up and
society is groaning under the weight of
its own selfishness and sins.

There is a wide trail of destruction
from this  blind, aggressive drive for self
assertion and humanistic ideology–a

Great Website!
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Little commentary is needed on the
foregoing scripture. Even in 17th century
English, they are plain to the modern
reader. At least, they ought to be. But we

if they are born with such an inclination.
This lie is not only being propagated by
godless psychiatric circles, but also by
some religious denominations. God is
made out to be tolerant of the very things
His Word condemns. Science (falsely
so called) and tolerance are the final
determining factors of the homosexual
debate for many who profess the name
of Christ. They worship and serve the
creature, care more for and make
allowances for the feelings of their
fellow-creatures, than they do for the
God they profess to serve.

Let us take the matter in hand and
face the facts as outlined by the Creator
of man Himself. Doing so is not
indicative of hate, but of love. It is
possible to love someone while telling
them the truth. It is with such a love in
our hearts that we challenge the current
prevailing attitude toward
homosexuality. Many people, however,
will not base their view upon the words
of the Creator Himself. This is a sad
commentary on the state of religious
conditions in our day. But it is nonetheless
true. Those inclined to accept the view
that some people are born with an
inclination toward homosexuality will
turn a deaf ear to the judgment of Sodom
and the tribe of Dan in the Old Testament,
and to the strong wording of Paul to the
Romans.

But there is another that bears
witness to the truth. “Doth not even
nature itself teach you” (I Cor. 11:14)?
Yes, nature teaches us certain things.
All of creation testifies to the will and
purpose of a holy God. If the Bible
won’t teach you, will you be taught by
nature? If you are going to advocate a
view that homosexuality is a product of
natural biological and psychological
evolution, it ought to naturally be
apparent that it is so. But it is not apparent.

are living in an evil and degenerate
society in which all forms of immorality
are rampant and accepted.

More recently, the controversy
surrounding homosexuality has
emerged. The apostle Paul tells us, “It is
a shame even to speak of those things
which are done of them in secret.” Eph.
5:12. But given the current climate in
both the political and religious realms,
we must stoop to the task of discussing
the issue. The good of society and the
future of our own children depend upon
our steadfastness in resisting the present
immorality. We cannot do so silently.

We want to highlight a few things in
the scriptures cited. The first is that all
immorality, of any type and nature, stems
from an improper view of the Godhead.
When man’s concept of God is
degenerated, his own view of himself is
conversely degenerated. Man was
originally created in the image of God,
in His moral and spiritual likeness.
Whenever man seeks to separate himself
from any responsibility to a holy God, or
brings his view of God down to an
earthly level, the door for all kinds of
base and unnatural feelings is swung
open.

Secondly, we notice the terms used
to describe immorality–Uncleanness.
Lust. Dishonour. Vile affections. Against
nature. Unseemly. Error. These terms
denote the feelings of the God of heaven,
who made man, toward these kinds of
acts.

Thirdly, homosexuality is included
in God’s view of immorality. “Men with
men.” The language could not be plainer.

We are living in a day when the truth
of God is being made into a lie. His view
of morality, so plainly revealed in His
word, is being exchanged for the untruth
that the bend toward homosexuality is
an inherent condition of some people, as

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In all accounts homosexuality is against
nature.

It takes man and woman to procreate
the human race. The union of a man and
man, or woman and woman, is an affront
to normal biological union and the
propagation of the human species. Some
homosexual couples have resorted to
artificial birth methods to have their
own “children.” But this in itself proves
the relationship to be unnatural. Also,
the physical make-up of an individual
cannot naturally be reversed. Boys grow
up to be men, and girls to be women. To
alter this requires artificial means, and
again proves such relationships to be
unnatural.

Proponents of the homosexual
agenda do not realize the indictment
they place on themselves. If they profess
to believe in God, their very acts reprove
His wisdom in giving them “a body as it
hath pleased Him.” If they do not believe
in God, even the theory of evolution
testifies against them. To go contrary to
natural biological development is to be
abnormal, or a mishap of evolutionary
process.

Nature also teaches us the penalty
of illicit relationships. This takes the
form of disease and serious emotional
disorders.

And so we see that the scriptures
themselves teach nothing contrary to the
nature of things. They merely codify
what nature teaches, bearing witness to
the true feelings of the God who created
this world.

Homosexual affections are
unnatural. The scriptures teach us that
some people are “without natural
affection” (Rom. 1:31; II Tim. 3:3). But,
even here, proponents of the same-sex
issue argue affection as proof of the
validity of their relationships. Emotions
and feelings, however, can be distorted.
They can be conditioned and misplaced.
The woman who several years ago
drowned her children by trapping them
in her car and sending it into a lake bears
witness to this fact. Her reason for so
doing? She wanted to be with “the man
she loved” and the children were a
hindrance to that relationship. We
shudder at the thought. But her affection
for a man so outweighed her natural
love for her children that she was
somehow able to bring herself to

committing murder. She was without
natural affection. We cannot justify our
position on the faulty ground of
affections.

All facts, scientific or natural,
validate the true Christian view that
places homosexuality in the category of
immorality and sin.

We’ve Found It!
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I t is my desire to bring attention to
one of the horrible sins of this
present day–abortion.

It should
make us think soberly and seriously
when we remember that nature is keeping
an exact account of our activities, and
that some day she will reveal her secrets,
although it may be long delayed.

“Repetition may give emphasis, but
it does not add to facts or truths. To
repeat a dozen times that the square root
of the sum of the squares of the base and
perpendicular equals the hypotenuse,
would not add to its fact and similarly,
when the Bible affirms a truth, one
statement is sufficient. Therefore, from
the premise laid down, we deduct that if
the blood of one man cries from the
ground for justice, then the blood of all
whose lives have been cut short by the
assassin’s hand have registered a protest,
and their voices are calling, ever calling,
for justice and redress.

“All the blood that has been shed
down through the ages because of man’s
inhumanity to his fellow men is today
crying from the ground. Nature’s laws

truthfully declare, like Pilate of old,
to those guilty ones who are
apologizing and offering bribes,
‘What I have written, I have written’

In that day when
nature’s secrets shall be ‘shouted
aloud upon the housetops,’ what an
awful sight it will be to behold there
millions of little ones pointing their
bloodless, boneless, fingers in
identification of those who gave their
consent to the abrupt ending of their
earthly lives.”

An Exegesis of I Corinthians 14:34-37
and I Timothy 2:12

The Bible says,  “If we say that we have no sin, we
deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.”
    These words were written by the apostle John in
I John 1:8. The Bible teaches that all have sinned
and come short of the glory of God, and therefore
all need a Saviour to reconcile them to God. John
addressed this to those claiming they had no guilt,
no pollution of sin, and no need of a Saviour. This
is not referring to someone that has been born again
through the blood of the Lamb and has been cleansed
“from all unrighteousness” (I Jn.

    John said, “These things write I unto you, that ye
sin not (I Jn.

“He that saith, I know him,
and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and
the truth is not in him.”  I Jn. 2:4. “And ye know that
he was manifested to take away our
sins…Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not:

Some people say that baptism, since it is an
ordinance, has been done away with according
to Colossians 2:13-14. Is this true?
     No. The verses in Colossians are plainly talking
about the law of Moses, “the handwriting” having
reference to Deuteronomy 31:9, 24.

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We are deeply grateful to the Lord
for the high privilege of His saints to
experience this eighth year of gospel
camp meetings in Kenya, East Africa.
The meetings began the evening of
December 4 with two main services
daily through December 8, 2004, at the
private school facilities of Kathageri
Mt. Kenya Plainsview Academy, in the
district of Embu where we have met for
some six years now. Approximately 275
souls participated, with good
representation from the local Embu
congregations and many ministers from
the districts and/or areas of Meru,
Mbeere, Machakos, Kitui, Nyeri, Butere/
Mumihs, Abuyeka, Nakuru, and Western
Kenya; as well as the company of saints
from the U.S.A. and Canada, namely
Bros. Daniel Layne, Ray Tinsman,
Henry Hildebrandt, Ernest Benion Jr.,
Chuck Azbill, Sis. Diane Ewing and
Bro. Larry and Sis. Marlana Hale.

The variety of tribal and national
cultures, and of financial standings of
the saints blended well as they met in the
love of the Lord and shared together for
the profit of all. The gathering of nations,
tribes, people, and tongues was
wonderful to experience. This was well
expressed in the anointed message
through Bro. Simon Mutinda of Kitui,
who joyfully proclaimed that many tribes
have become one in Christ, and declared
the oneness of God’s people throughout
the world in His visible body. (The other
messages, in the meetings proper, were
delivered by the ministers among the
company from the U.S.A. and Canada.)

Special singing included mothers
with babies carried on their backs in
wide cloth slings. The native children
especially seemed to be intrigued with
the white skin and straight hair of the
saints from the western hemisphere,
which facilitated several occasions for
any number of the latter to find an eager
audience with the children to share
spiritual songs, prayer, and encouraging

fellowship, as well as wholesome play.
Kenya is a materially poor country.

Saints, including ministers, in their best
dress for the highly respected annual
camp meetings may be barefooted or
thong-shod, some wearing the same
outfit of clothing for the full five days.
There was much thanksgiving as the
congregants ate from their own dishes
and utensils brought from home, two
meals daily(usually an entree of mixed
rice, beans, vegetables, and occasionally
a little meat added), more substantial
fare than found in many saints’ homes
there where it is not uncommon for
meals to be skipped for lack of food.

The saints’ stay on the grounds was
well spent. Seeking the Lord was
encouraged between services. Spiritual
fellowship was enjoyed, counselling was
received from senior ministry and
worship services were well attended.
Large numbers of saints gathered for
worship between the scheduled meetings
as well. Daily ministers’ meetings did
much to fortify God’s work.

Also, the gospel company from the
U.S.A. and Canada were able to take a
few outings to visit the sick among us,
see  some of the buildings owned or
rented by the church, feed hot food to
poor children in the community, and

behold the joy of several street boys
laying aside the rags they had been
wearing, because they each had a fresh
outfit of clothing which the Lord
provided through His people.

While the saints were active in the
things of the Lord, Satan had been busy,
too, trying to stop the camp meeting
before it started and end it abruptly after
commencement; but the Lord thwarted
his plans. The common consensus is that
we have seen more progress this camp
meeting than ever before. The Lord is
granting His church favor with the
authorities and in the community. Many
are looking this way. We see growth in
the establishment of the ministry and in
the spiritual understanding of the saints.
We now have 48 congregations in
fellowship with us and more than 50
ministers with whom we are working.
Six tribes are represented. The church
owns 7 properties in Kenya.

The gospel company had hoped,
after the camp meeting in Kathageri, to
visit Kitui and perhaps congregations in
other eastern districts; however, rains
rendered the roads impassable.
Consequently, their stay in the country’s
capital city of Nairobi was extended.
And the Lord had things in mind for
them there, too.

Bro. Joe Earl Sorrell, born March 9,
1938, departed this life to be with His
Lord, December 16, 2004.

They visited the slums in which
over half the city’s four million
population dwells, and distributed candy
to wide-smiled children. As day walks
were taken through the better part of the
city proper, souls would approach them,
among whom were some of the Masai
tribe in their native dress whose main
diet they tell us is a mixture of cows’
milk and cows’ blood. The Masai live on
their own land without roads or schools.
They also tell us that they do not clothe
their children; they have them go naked.
A prominent Masai would like the saints
to come to their land to teach them of
Jesus. Others, often approaching the
saints on their walks, were poor beggars,
predominantly women seeking food for
their children. Virtually all Kenyan
women wear dresses. Toys were virtually
unseen among children everywhere with
the occasional exception of a large plastic
lid being driven by a stick from a child’s
hand.

The Lord led the gospel company to
a congregation of souls in Nairobi who
have been separated from the Anderson
movement for four years, due to the
stand they are taking for the light they
have seen. They have influence with

hundreds of congregations in Kenya.
The gospel company was well received
and treated honorably. Our minister
brothers in the company were given
liberty to sing a special song which the
Lord anointed to minister to the hearts of
the people.

Praise the Lord for the work He is
doing in Kenya! Thank the Lord, in this
country with little material wealth, there
are some who are rich in their souls and
many others hungry for the Bread of
Life! The Lord is impressing His saints
to extend the annual camp meeting
visitations to more districts, including
those in western Kenya. Also, the Lord
is burdening some of His people from
abroad to go and labor with Him to
establish His work of holiness in the
land.

Saints everywhere, please accept
greetings of love from your brethren in
Kenya. They appreciate your support of
the Lord’s work there and are
remembering you in prayer. They ask
you to pray for them and to continue
sending the gospel of Jesus Christ their
way.
