COURTS IMPOSE HOMOSEXUAL MARRIAGE
SUMMARY: On June 10, 2003, the Ontario Court of Appeal handed down its decision that same-sex

partners should be permitted to enter into legal marriage. and also ordered the Ontario government to

immediately issue marriage licences to homosexual couples.
If the policy stands, Canada would become the third country in the world, after the Netherlands and

Belgium, to legalize marriage between same-sex couples, but Canada is the only country in the world that

has changed the definition of marriage in the courts and not in the political process.

Ontario homosexuals are taking full advantage of Tuesday’s decision. The same day the ruling was

issued, several couples were legally married. Since then, according to news reports, 250 couples have

obtained marriage licenses.

Same-sex Marriages Now Legal in B.C.

Vancouver, BC, Canada, July 8, 2003: Today the Vancouver Law Courts officially changed the legal

definition of marriage, ruling that the present definition ("the voluntary union for life of one man and

one woman to the exclusion of all others") violated the Canadian Charter of rights and Freedoms, as it

constituted a bar to same-sex marriages. The Court reformulated the law's definition of marriage as "the

lawful union of two persons to the exclusion of all others."

       Less than an hour after this decision, two men exchanged their vows outside the 
Vancouver Law

Courts. The ceremony was conducted by a United Church minister, who is a gay member of Vancouver

city council.The minister said, "We are a country that accepts people and tolerate all kinds of people

who are engaged in diversity."

Court overturns Texas sodomy lawJustices say it violates Constitution’s equal protection clause

WASHINGTON, June 26,2003 — In a major victory for gay rights advocates, the U.S. Supreme

Court, on Thursday, struck down a Texas statute that bans gay couples from engaging in sodomy,

ruling that the law was an unconstitutional violation of privacy.

CANADA: A private member’s bill, Bill C-250, presently before the Canadian Parliament that would add
“sexual orientation” to the current list of identifiable groups (i.e. colour, race, religion and ethnic origin)
in the “hate propaganda” sections of the Criminal Code of Canada.

This Friday, June 6, Bill C-250 is set for debate on its third and final reading before the House of
Commons. The bill, initiated by the Honourable Svend Robinson [who is openly gay], was slated to be
debated later on the House’s agenda, but Robinson traded places with another Member of Parliament who
was higher on the list. This particular bill could potentially limit the freedom of expression of religious
groups and lead to the criminalization of the public reading of Scripture passages that speak out against
homosexuality, sermons that decry sexual sin and any other printed literature against homosexuality.

Sparks Outrage

MADRID, Spain, July 3, 2003 — Scientists in the

United States have created hybrid human “she-males,”

mixing male and female cells in the same embryo,

outraging fertility experts and anti-abortionists.
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are different from each other.  Mankind puts
make-up, earrings, nose-rings, tattoos, and
pants on both of them. Mankind cuts and
dyes man’s and  woman’s hair alike, places
them side-by-side as construction workers
or as daycare monitors, reading to little
children stories recommending partners–
for sake of illustration–Jim and Jack, who
share a home and a bed, and who “help”
society by hosting dances for the elderly and
by being big brothers to neighborhood boys.
Mankind promotes unisex looks and unisex
occupations, and even perverts God’s creation
by surgical magic; yet, underneath all of
these sacreligious intrusions, male is still
male and female is still female. Confuse the
issue as man does, God’s truth still stands.

Male and female have different callings
in their natural roles. God says through His
holy written Word that women are to be
“...keepers at home, good, obedient to their
own husbands...” (Titus
2:5). He gives further
instruction “...that the
younger women marry,
bear children, guide the
house...” (I Tim. 5:14) and
says, “Wives, submit
yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto
the Lord” (Eph. 5:22). These familiar sayings
of recent generations, though not often heard
today, are nonetheless true, having been
founded upon the Bible. Woman’s place IS
in the home, and the man IS the head of the
house.

The clothing and demeanor the Lord
has enjoined upon woman is fitting for her
role in the home, and as a shield against the
natural attraction to which other men are
inclined toward her.

God’s Word instructs women to “...adorn
themselves in modest apparel, with
shamefacedness and sobriety; not with
broided hair, or gold, or pearls, or costly
array; But (which becometh women
professing godliness) with good works.” I
Tim. 2:9-10.

It is such a comfort to us who agree with
God that “...the way of man is not in himself;
it is not in man that walketh to direct his
steps,”  to obey the unchanging Designer of
our clothing, rather than the changing
dictates of the world’s fashion merchandisers.
While merchandisers shorten hemlines, the

Word of God calls for hemlines to be let
down.

Our loving heavenly Father also knows
the numbers of hairs on our heads and even
instructs us on how to wear our hair. He
makes a distinction in the length of the
man’s and woman’s hair. He teaches us it is
a shame for a woman to be shorn or shaven
(to have cut hair), but a shame for a man to
have long hair; whereas long hair is a glory
to the woman (I Cor. 11:6, 14, 15). In very
plain language, which people by nature
seemed to have had better knowledge of not
so long ago, God has ordained that women
have long hair and men, short hair.

“...He which made them at the beginning
made them male and female, And said,
For this cause shall a man leave father and
mother and shall cleave to his wife: and
they twain shall be one flesh...What
therefore God hath joined together, let
not man put asunder.” Matt. 19:4-6.

God, in His wisdom, ordained that one
man and one woman should be joined in

marriage, till death should part them. This
has been accepted for ages, but now, many
grandparents of today, who knew in their
youth that the Bible is the very Word of God
and that fornication, adultery and
homosexuality are abominable sins, now
practise such shame themselves, seducing
their own children and grandchildren into
the same ways of everlasting death–an
irreversible condition unless they are
awakened by the everlasting gospel of Jesus
Christ.

In I Cor. 6:9-10, the Lord clearly names
out some of the sinners and the consequences
for unforsaken sin: “...neither fornicators
...nor adulterers...nor effeminate, nor abusers
of themselves with mankind [homosexuals]
...shall inherit the kingdom of God.”

Matthew 19:4-6 (quoted above) as a
positive injunction, does not leave room for:

Fornication: A man shall cleave to his
wife, not  his “girlfriend.”

Adultery : A man shall leave father and
mother, not his first or second wife, and shall
cleave to his wife...What therefore God hath
joined together, let not man put asunder.

Homosexuality: A man shall cleave to
his wife, not to another man: and they twain
(the man and his wife) shall be one flesh.

Make all the excuses and twist the
scriptures as man does, it is to his own
eternal destruction. God “will render to every
man according to his deeds...unto them that
are contentious, and do not obey the truth,
but obey unrighteousness, indignation and
wrath, tribulation and anguish, upon every
soul of man that doeth evil...” Rom. 2:6,8,9.

After God created male and female in the
beginning, “God blessed them, and God
said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply...”
Gen. 1:28.

God ordained that the husband and wife
would have children. When husband and
wife follow all of the Lord’s commandments
in their home, they truly find that children
are a blessing. “Lo, children are an heritage
of the Lord: and the fruit of the womb is his
reward.” Psa. 127:3.

Psalm 139:13-16 is a beautiful
description of our heavenly Father forming

one of His precious
human babies in its
mother’s womb. The
Lord says of His ordained
prophet Jeremiah,
“Before I formed thee in
the belly I knew thee;

and before thou camest forth out of the womb
I sanctified thee...” Jer. 1:5.

The scriptures quoted above are positive
truths revealed from Almighty God. They do
not leave room for man to meddle with “the
Father of spirits” (Heb 12:9) in the formation
of babies. Therefore, abortion is murder, and
cloning is usurping authority over God, whose
place alone it is to fashion new life.

Bringing up Children
God knows that we need Him desperately

to teach us how to bring up our children so
that they will be well.  He, therefore, has
made the following provisions for parents:

Eph. 6:4: “And, ye fathers, provoke not
your children to wrath: but bring them up in
the nurture and admonition of the Lord.”

Titus 2:3-4: “The aged women likewise,
that they be in behaviour as becometh
holiness...That they may teach the young
women to be sober, to love their husbands, to
love their children,”

I Tim. 5:14: “I will therefore that the
younger women marry, bear children, guide
the house, give none occasion to the adversary

Promoters of sin have taken over the televisions, the

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“Why should Christian children be taught to avoid worldly
conformity in dress?” William Booth, founder of the Salvation
Army, gave some reasons, several of which reflect the common
holiness concern for dress:

1. On account of its being a badge of servitude to Satan.
2. Because fashionable and showy dress is utterly incompatible
with the Spirit of Christian humility.
3. Because it is in direct contradiction to the express commands
of God.
4. Children should be taught to despise fashionable dress
because of the frightful waste of money and time which is
involved in the vain attempt to follow and keep pace with the
changing fashions of the world.
5. Because of the evil influences of fashionable dress upon
others.
6. Avoid fashionable dress because it gratifies and feeds the
vanity of children...
7. It opens the door in the hearts of children for all sorts of
flattery.
8. Fashionable dress will create in the children unnatural and
godless expectations.
9. Fashionable dress may lead your children to godless
friendships and alliances.
10. Fashionable dress, by feeding pride, is unfavorable to the
formation of that spirit of simplicity and humility which is a
condition of salvation.
11. Fashionable dress puts a barrier in the way of the salvation
of the children, seeing that all these pomps and vanities and
methods of display have to be renounced at conversion.

to speak reproachfully.”
Prov. 22:6: “Train up a child in the way

he should go...”
Woe! woe! woe! to the earth who has
