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It is not God’s will that His sheep be
divided. It is not God’s will that His
children be taught falsehoods. It is not
God’s will that His people starve to death
for lack of bread. Nor is it His will that
they be given some false hope of future
revival that never comes in sectism, nor
that His “trees of righteousness” wilt in
the deserts of sect Babylon, where instead
of showers of blessings, they might get a
drop or two, and that not often enough to
keep them alive.  To these things any true
person would give us an amen.

The starving soul that loves its gift of
eternal life would gladly abide in a land
flowing with milk and honey.  The “come
out” message is the biblical teaching that
all of God’s children flee fallen religion
and come stand on the Word of God
alone.  It is a call of God unto His own to

come home and be one with all the children
of heaven’s household.  It is a message of
godly love; love that earnestly bids its
loved ones to flee Babylon, ere they be
partakers of the doom of every unbiblical
sect of false love and false humility.

While terrible fires are flowing out of
the temple (church) of God, burning up
all His enemies, He bids all those born
from above to come. God is pouring out
His awful wrath (the Word of God) in
streams, and church people are becoming
offended in Jesus, for Jesus is this wrath,
this truth, and this fire that is being poured
out.  See Jer. 23:29, Mal. 3:2.

How
many earnest and honest children of God
have pled with their Redeemer for revival
in their sects, only to be disappointed?
How many have wondered, “What’s
wrong?” How many are not being provided
with the nourishment that they need to
survive? What’s wrong, is that God has
forsaken all “churches” that would not
stand on the Word alone. The reader need

needs only to look at the destitute
conditions in sectism and will come to this
conclusion. We bid all His saints to follow
in His steps.

The come out message is not a new
doctrine, but a teaching of the apostolic
fathers. The apostle Paul, when telling the
Corinthians not to be “unequally yoked
together with unbelievers,” instructed
them to “come out from among them, and
be ye separate, saith the Lord” (II Cor.
6:14-18).

When God saves a soul, He leads him
away from those things that could harm
and corrupt him, and He takes corruption
out of his heart.  Shall He then be content
to allow His beloved to abide in religious
confusion among many foreign spirits
and heresies?  God has never wanted His
people in a mixed mess.

The Consequences of No Come Out
Message

If there is no such message as this in
the Bible, and it is all some “off the wall”
idea, then it must be that the scriptures
shall not be fulfilled concerning God’s
holy church. Then God would have no
glorious church, as declared in Eph. 5:27.
Denominations are not glorious, but if
there be no come out message, then this
monstrosity of different spirits, different
beliefs, and compromise is all that God
has to come back for and His church will
be all scattered when He comes.  Some of
His children would believe one false
doctrine and some another.

Also, Zion will never be built up if
there is no come out message.  “When the
Lord shall build up Zion, He shall appear
in his glory.” Psa. 102:16. How can
denominations be built up, when they
don’t even have a Bible foundation, for
Jesus (The Word) is the foundation and
He condemns sectism. Without Him there
is only sinking sand.

And if these scriptures prove untrue,
who is to say that other scriptures would
not be also?  What hope have we?  How
could we say that Jesus is a wonderful
Saviour if all His work is a confused and
divided mess–namely denominations.

He maketh me to lie down in green
pastures.”  God has a glorious home for
all His hungry children. He never causes
them to rest in the fallen Sahara churches
of desert Babylon.  May God bless and

Religious Forms
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There is much confusion today on the
subject of Christian unity. What is it?
What constitutes it?

The answers we hear are as varied as
the sects of so-called Christendom
themselves. While some think it is
something not possible, or even cultish,
others misconstrue and wrest the term to
their own destruction.

“Unity is best expressed through
diversity.” So said a professed Church of
God pastor to his congregation. But the
diversity he is talking about regards private
opinion and thought concerning doctrine
and Christian practice. This is evidenced
by his congregation, which is grossly
divided on the standard and other
important doctrines.

From the same pulpit, a visiting
minister attempted to address the great
subject of unity. He read from the unity
chapter, I Corinthians 12, and, capitalizing
on the word “diversity” in this chapter, he
went on with many illustrations to
demonstrate how we are all different and
can bear with each other’s preferences
and opinions. But when one’s preferences
and opinions cross the Word and the
Spirit of God, that “diversity” is, in fact,
schism and is not to be borne with.

Searching this chapter in vain, we are
unable to find anything about unity
through such diversity.

There are diversities of offices,
administrations, and operations within
the body of Christ, all working
harmoniously in one. Such diversity the
true church recognizes, but a diversity in

doctrine and standard of Christian conduct
is not unity at all, but schism.

To illustrate what we mean, let us
picture a congregation that emphatically
denies sanctification as a second, definite
work of grace, yet where the pastor praises
the only man in the congregation who
professes the experience.

The men all have short hair, according
to the Bible standard, except one man
who grows his hair long and puts it into a
ponytail. Because he gives a good deal of

It is wonderful that we can have the
Bible and the Holy Spirit to help us
rightly divide it. True unity is addressed
in the Bible, and is quite contrary to the
definitions given by the preachers we
mentioned. Let us look at some
fundamentals, not of what passes for
unity among religious professors of our
day, but true, Bible unity.

Bible Unity is a Possibility
“…There shall be one fold, and one

shepherd.” John 10:16.
“…The glory which thou gavest me I

have given them; that they may be one,
even as we are one.” John 17:22.

“And the multitude of them that
believed were of one heart and of one
soul…” Acts 4:32.

Contrary to popular opinion, it is
possible for saints to be one in Christ.
Notice the words of the Good Shepherd
Himself in the first scripture above. Then
consider that “God is not a man that he
should lie; neither the son of man, that he
should repent: hath he said, and shall he
not do it? Or hath he spoken, and shall he
not make it good?” Num. 23:19.

Bible Unity is not a Negative Concept
 “Behold, how good and how pleasant

it is for brethren to dwell together in unity!
It is like the precious ointment upon the
head, that ran down upon the beard, even
Aaron’s beard: that went down to the
skirts of his garments; As the dew of
Hermon, and as the dew that descended
upon the mountains of Zion: for there the

money to the congregation, and takes care
of their lawn and flowers, the pastor
publicly remarks that he can overlook the
ponytail.

The choir leader’s
wife can barely contain herself, as she
disagrees strongly with women wearing
pants. And on it goes.

Is this the unity the Bible speaks of?
A blind church with no ability to discern
between its right and left hands?

Bible Unity is the
Urgent Desire

of Christ

(I Cor. 2:16).

Bible Unity is the Answer to
Christ’s Prayer

“…Holy Father, keep through thine
own name those whom thou hast given
me, that they may be one, as we are.
Neither pray I for these [the disciples]
alone, but for them also which shall believe
on me through their word; That they all
may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and
I in thee, that they also may be one in
us…” John 17:11, 20, 21.

To declare that unity is not possible
in this day is in effect to state that Christ’s
prayer has not been heard or answered.
This is folly. Jesus said, “Father, I thank
thee that thou hast heard me. And I knew
that thou hearest me always…” John
11:41b, 42.

Bible Unity was the Purpose of
Christ’s Suffering

Where hearts are made
free from internal strife,
the result is perfect love
toward one another. This
is in contrast to the spurious

holiness propagated by the modern
Wesleyan groups and others, which tends
only to more strife and division.

Bible Unity Requires Conformity
Among the Brethren

“Now I beseech you, brethren, by the
name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all
speak the same thing, and that there be no
divisions among you; but that ye be
perfectly joined together in the same mind
and in the same judgment.” I Cor. 1:10.

“That ye may with one mind and one
mouth glorify God, even the Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ.” Rom. 15:6.

“There is…one faith…” Eph. 4:4, 5.
Agreeing to disagree is not unity. It is

delusion. True unity causes the people of
God to see “eye to eye.” No wonder, then,
that the saints of God believe the same,
dress the same, and share the same
convictions. This is not cultish–it is unity.

Bible Unity Demands the Rejection
of Schismatic Elements
