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Did Jesus turn water into intoxicating
wine? Did He serve alcoholic wine
at the last supper? What does the

evidence tell us? The Bible speaks plainly on
this subject. Historical records regarding the
preparation, preservation and use of wine are
also clear.

Consider this report (1820) by William
Patton. The term “alcoholic” is not used. He
uses the Bible term, “drunkard.” The Bible
does not recognize drunkenness as a sick-
ness, but as sin. The drunkard is listed in
scripture with thieves, liars, extortioners,
murderers, etc., as being in danger of God’s
judgment in hell unless he repents. Gal. 5:19-
21; 1 Cor. 6:9-10. God will never consign a
person to hell for being sick. Therefore the
matter of drunkenness, and that which leads
to drunkenness, becomes a very serious mat-
ter. Here is his report:

“Juice when newly pressed from grapes, and
before it has begun to ferment is called must,
and in common language new wine.”

Rees’ Cyclopedia: “Sweet wine is that
which has not yet worked or fermented.”

Noah Webster: “Wine, the fermented
juice of grapes...Must, wine, pressed from
the grape, but not fermented.”

Smith’s Dictionary of the Bible “The
wine was sometimes preserved in its
unfermented state and drunk as must...Very
likely new wine was preserved in the state of
must by placing it in jars or bottles, and then
burying it in the earth.”

These authorities make it clear that there
were, indeed, among the ancients, two kinds
of wine, the fermented and the unfermented.

Fermentation
The laws of fermentation are fixed laws,

always operating in the same way, and al-
ways and everywhere requiring the same
conditions.  Lardner’s Cyclopedia says:

“1. There must be saccharine (sugar)
matter and gluten (yeast).

“2. The temperature should not be below
50 degrees nor above 70 or 75 degrees.

“3. The juice must be of a certain con-
sistency. Thick syrup will not undergo vi-
nous fermentation. Too much sugar is not
favorable for the process, and on the other
hand too little sugar, or, which is the same

Wine

I found that all Bible passages where
wine or drinking is mentioned, fall under
three headings: a) where wine is merely men-
tioned, b) where it is spoken of as a cause of
misery and the emblem of eternal wrath, c)
where it is a blessing along with grain.

I began to wonder if the Bible makes
reference to two kinds of wine. Such is indeed
the case. I shared my findings with Professor
Seixas, an eminent Hebrew teacher. He took
my manuscript, and a few days later returned
it with the statement, “Your discriminations
are just. They denote that there indeed are
two kinds of wine.” I have since learned
much from others who have come to the same
conclusion. I ran into much opposition from
those who believe that all mention of wine in
the Bible is to intoxicating wine, but here are
a few counter-statements:

Dr. Ure, in his Dictionary of Arts, says:

“So then because thou art lukewarm,
and neither cold nor hot,
I will spue thee out of my mouth.”
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T he very thought of
lukewarmness implies that
the soul has previously been
in a good, hot state of grace.

Persons who have never known a good
degree of fervor, either in a justified or
sanctified state, will never have the
malady of lukewarmness. It is like pes-
tilential insects, which attack thrifty,
living vegetables, and not dry, dead
sticks. We never think of a dry, rainless
desert as suffering from a drouth. The
very thought of suffering from drouth
implies that the ground has previously
been well watered.

It often happens that those who
have been the most richly blessed with
divine grace, and who have been lifted
into fervent love, will imperceptibly
decline into lukewarmness. Very few
Christians on earth entirely escape this
miserable tepidity altogether.

One of the worst features about
lukewarmness is that it steals on the
soul in such quiet, respectable ways. If
the horrible thing had horns and hoofs,
and a smack of criminality in it, it
would alarm the soul, but, as a rule,
lukewarmness of spirit is so decent and
well-behaved, that it chloroforms its
victim and kills him without a scream
of terror. This is what makes it so
awfully fatal. While open sin slays its
hundreds, nice, respectable
lukewarmness slays its tens of thou-
sands.

Could we get a vision of a soul that
has been all aglow with sanctifying
grace, as it was beginning to get luke-
warm, we would see a heart seemingly
spotless and empty, with the heavenly
dove and the good angels just on the
outside, but with their faces turned away
from it, as if about to leave and, on the
other hand, we would see unclean beasts
and birds on the outside of the heart, but

with their faces turned toward it, as if
about to enter. We would see the eyes
half-closed, as if about taking a nap, and
a dull, expressionless mouth, reminding
us of a winter fireplace where the fire
burns low. Oh, could the soul but see the
awfulness of such a condition!

Lukewarmness is indicated by a
negilence in acts of piety, and a careless-
ness in fixed habits of devotion, such as
daily reading God’s Word, regular sea-
sons of prayer, constant guarding of our
conversation, seasons of fasting, and
habits of divine and heavenly medita-
tion. There is not only a carelessness in
the performing of these acts, but a dull-
ness of spirit, a slovenness of mind, in the
doing of them. As nearly all tightrope
walkers and lion-tamers sooner or later
get killed in their foolish game by a little
carelessness, so many Christians fall from
elevated grace and are devoured by lions,
through a thoughtless and careless spirit
in Christian duty.

Another symptom of lukewarmness
is a trusting to the magic of former grace.
The soul has experienced, by an instanta-
neous regeneration, or an instantaneous
sanctification, such floods of light and
love as seem to sweep it out on an irresist-
ible tide, and everything religious seems
so easy, that everything works like a
charm. But this very flood-tide of holy
ease becomes a snare to the soul. It leans
upon these instantaneous blessings to
work by a sort of magic, and to take the
place of patient, thoughtful perseverance.
There are hundreds who are lazily ex-
pecting the mere blessing of sanctifica-
tion to take them through and do not
perceive that the chilling frost is settling
down in the edges of their souls. It is as if
a captain of a fine ship, after getting her
out to sea, with the sails all set, and fairly
in the wind, should lash the helm, and tell
the crew they might take a holiday, ex-

Thou,
whom He has upheld by His power and
fed by His providence. Thou, into whose
wounded soul He has poured the balm of
pardoning mercy.

Thou, whose mul-
tiplied offences He has freely and fully
pardoned. Wilt thou go away?

Where
shall we find a more gracious Master; a
more powerful Redeemer; a more suit-
able Saviour? Thou alone “hast the words
of eternal life.” None can teach the doc-
trine of salvation but thyself, and none
can confer the gift of eternal life but thou
alone.

Reader, let me ask, whither art thou
going? Has the world, the devil, the flesh
the words of eternal life? Art thou turning
thy back upon God and Christ? For thy
zealous services, what has Satan to give
thee? Death! hell! and eternal misery! Oh,
stop! Cleave to Jesus! He will give thee
that happiness which, in vain, thou seekest
in the pleasures of sin. &

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pecting the wind and the ship, the chart
and the compass, to do the balance. There
are more souls doing this thing than we
dream of.

Another element in lukewarmness is
a sort of indefinite contentment with the
present level of the spiritual life. There is
a quiet, unexpressed decision of the mind
that the soul is getting on very well and
that it will settle down into its present
thought and feelings. Most Christians
have quietly decided to live the remain-
der of their days just about like they are
now doing. They expect no further great
epochs in their experience.

A great many holiness people are so
afraid of what resembles a “third bless-
ing” that they expect no great widening
deluges of the Spirit, but nestle down in

of God, into whose mind this low, sneak-
ing thought has not crept? God only
knows how many of His children, once
hot with holy love, are living, like bro-
ken-down aristocracy, on the faded
splendors of the past. Their experiences
resemble faded photographs, or the with-
ered flowers that were used at last week’s
funeral.

Another feature in lukewarmness is
the hidden compliment which the soul
takes to itself, that glowing fervor is only
a juvenile thing which it has outgrown,
and that it is now “serving God on prin-
ciple.”

All states of toning down in spiritual
life are accompanied by some sort of
self-complacency. When the soul begins
to think less of God, it begins to think

scious touch from God; no sense of fulness
dilating the heart. No sweet vision of
God’s attributes; no bright, far-away
fields open to it in secret prayer; no lowly
feeling of kissing the Saviour’s feet; no
rapt adoration of His majesty; no melt-
ing, yearning love for the saving of souls;
no spells of divine laughter rippling
through the mind; no bullet-like piercing
of the words of the scripture; no whisper-
ing of the Holy Ghost as of old; no
conscious grasp on the throne through
prayer. The flash has left the eye; the
smile from the lip; the divine throb from
the heart. The promptness has left the
will; the gentleness has left the voice.

Some unpleasant, undefinable some-
thing has settled on the inner spirit. It has
ceased to feel toward Jesus as a real

more of itself. This thought of serving
God on cold principle indicates a sad
state. It is ruinous to deep spirituality.
One of the worst things about it is its
respectability. It keeps in the beaten path
of decent religion. No one can lay any
charge against it. It can pass in and out
around any circle of Christians. It does
nothing to call down severe rebukes. It is
an old, sober, well-behaved thing, keep-
ing on good terms with everybody and
everything in general.

If only something terrific would hap-
pen to it; if it could be hurled to the dust
in humiliation and mortification; if it
could only be set weeping and wailing, it
would be an infinite advantage to it. But
such a miserable state of soul is so pleas-
ing to the devil that he will not even tempt
it to commit any great sin, lest it should
be shocked into renewed repentance and
fervor of grace. The devil likes to bury a
hot religious experience in a smooth
shroud of cold virtue.

There is one more symptom of
lukewarmness, and that is a dull sense of
inward breaking with God. The heart
feels that something is not just right. The
orthodoxy is all right. The outward life
may be correct. The verbal testimony
still kept up, and all Christian duties in a
general way looked after, but the animat-
ing spirit is weakened. There is no con-

the thought that if
they can only keep a
clean heart, they will
never bother them-
selves about the
ocean-depths of boundless, melting, fiery
love. Such souls are already on the de-
cline and do not know it. Their spiritual
life resembles a quiet, lazy, drowsy sum-
mer Sunday afternoon. They feel the
Saturday night’s work has been well done
up; the Sunday morn religion has been
nicely attended to, and they can’t bear the
thought of the duties of Monday morn-
ing, and so spend the time napping. Even
holiness preachers settle down into this
Sunday afternoon condition, with just
enough spiritual fervor to brush the sum-
mer flies away.

It is amazing how few Christians
seriously determine to get beyond their
present experience and, of course, they
do not get beyond. And this lukewarmness
manifests itself by a disposition to criti-
cize as heretics those who do push be-
yond. Will there ever be any end to the
narrowness and the littleness of our minds
and faith?

Another element in lukewarmness is
the secret fact in the mind that the soul
has done so much for God, has fought so
many battles, endured so many afflic-
tions, had so many uplifts in grace, that it
can put itself on the retired list of the
army and draw full pay. This is a very
subtle disposition, and the soul hardly
dares to whisper it to itself. And yet,
where is the saint who has known much

lover. It is getting of-
fensive to the Holy
Spirit, and unless
something can be
done to rekindle its

fading fires, it will nauseate the Infinite
heart, and Christ will spew it out of His
mouth.

This is an awful metaphor, and indi-
cates the awfulness of lukewarmness. &

Children’s Home in Baja California, Mexico.

chapel is in the same building complex.
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“For they have healed the hurt of the
daughter of my people slightly, saying, Peace,
peace; when there is no peace.” Jer. 8:11.

I
t is surprising how some holiness
preachers can preach good and
straight and then upset the whole
thing by skimming over and being
so superficial in altar work and per-
sonal dealing. They fail at a vital

point. They “heal slightly” and the result is a
lot of reformed sinners professing religion,
and others professing holiness who are worldly
and powerless and know nothing about cruci-
fixion, cleansing, or resurrection glory.

Until preachers and Christian workers
discriminate between the Spirit encouraging
seeking souls, and that same Spirit coming in
to their hearts, bringing the clear, unmistak-
able witness to their acceptance with God,
just so long they will do shallow altar work.
Because of unwise dealing, thousands of souls
stop short with the witness of their own spirit,
and this accounts for so many barren, joyless
professors of religion.

In nine cases out of ten, the seeker has
wrongs to make right, is clinging to some idol
or besetting sin, or rebelling on some other
point, and even though he does say he is
submitted and given up in every respect, the
very fact that God does not set His seal to it
proves that his heart is still “deceitful above
all things and desperately wicked.” This is
why souls should not be rushed through and
urged to “believe, believe,” right over uncon-
fessed, unrepented sins.

How can they believe until they meet the
conditions of faith? If souls pray their way
through, the Holy Spirit would lead them step

by step to glorious victory.
While there is no virtue in length of time,

yet it is impracticable to think that every
person who submits to a proposition and goes
forward for prayers, can and must of neces-
sity profess what he is seeking the first time he
goes forward.

True, God can save or sanctify in a mo-
ment of time, but the seeking soul must ap-
proach the point of appropriating faith. Every
soul must get to the end of himself before he
finds God. Of course some souls reach the
point of victory more quickly than others, but
as a rule, this is because such souls compre-
hend the conditions of faith more readily and
submit and surrender more fully. As Fletcher
says, “The deeper the repentance, the more
solid and lasting the victory.”

This same principle holds good in deal-
ing with those seeking heart purity. It is mis-
leading and unscriptural to hold that souls
which have not been previously groaning for
heart purity can come forward from a promis-
cuous congregation and seek and obtain such
an experience in a few minutes. Wesley taught
that it was necessary to see the “groundwork
of the heart, the depths of pride, self-will and
hell.” Adam Clarke says, “Few are cleansed
from all sin or sanctified because they do not
feel and confess their own sore and the plague
of their own hearts.”

Now the question is, how can a soul who
has not yet seen the groundwork of his heart
get such an experience at a single altar serv-
ice? It is inconsistent and unreasonble. True,
God is able and does do His part instantane-
ously, in striking the death blow to the “old
man” and applying the blood, but not until the
conditions to such appropriating faith are
met, and it is misleading as well as unscriptural
to urge souls to try to exercise that faith over
unconfessed carnality.

We have been pained to see altar workers
compel a poor seeker to insist (against his
own consciousness) that the work is done,
and then to make the lie more secure, he is told
never to doubt nor to depend so much upon
feeling. He is urged to “take it by faith” and
say it is done anyway and the witness and
feeling will come later.

Should the seeker get wonderfully blest,
the belief is then confirmed by all that it is a
very clear case of sanctification. The tide and

sentiment are so strong in favor of the
seeker’s having it, that should some ea-
gle-eyed soul be present and not join in
the shout, but rather be pained to see
such shallow work, he is at once looked
upon as being stubborn or jealous. But
he takes it gently rather than be acces-
sory in healing the hurt of the daughter of
Zion slightly.

Now there is a reason for all super-
ficial dealing with souls. As a rule, every
one tells and teaches his own experi-

ence. At least he does not go higher or
deeper than he himself has gone. If a
man is void of the genuine experience
himself, no difference how radical he
may be in his teachings or practice, his
lack will be made manifest in his per-
sonal dealing with souls.

Deep spirituality is accompanied by
keen discernment. There is no better sign
that a person is void of the experience of
holiness than that of not being able to
detect shallowness and lack of power

wherever it is manifest.
Carnality is blinding and renders its

subjects “like other men.”
Not that we should sit in judgment

upon other’s experiences and look for
defects. No! Perfect love will hope for
the best in every person. But it will also
enable its possessor to detect in an in-
stant that which is tainted with carnal
self, whether it be in prayer, testimony,
preaching or conversation.&

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thing, too much water, will be deficient in the
necessary quantity of saccharine matter to
produce a liquor that will keep, and for want
of more spirit the vinous fermentation will
almost surely turn to vinegar.

“4. The quantity of yeast or ferment must
also be well regulated. Too much or too little
will impede and prevent fermentation.”

Others confirm these statements. The
indispensable conditions for vinous fermen-
tation are the right proportions of sugar, of
yeast, and of water, with the temperature of
the air ranging between 50 and 75 degrees.

We see therefore that the process of
fermentation is not a natural one. Chaptal, the
eminent French chemist, says, “Nature never
forms spirituous liquors; she rots the grape
upon the branch; but it is art which converts
the juice into (alcoholic) wine.”

Fruits Preserved
[Before there was refrigeration]

As grapes and other fruits were such an
important part of the food of the ancients,
they would, by necessity, invent methods for
preserving them fresh. Josephus, the first
century historian, in his Jewish Wars, book
VII, ch. VIII, s. 4, makes mention of Herod’s
fortress in Israel, called Masada, “For here
was laid up grain in large quantities, enough
to enable an army to survive for a long time:
here was also wine and oil in abundance, with
all kinds of herbs, vegetables and dates heaped
up together. These products were also fresh
and full ripe, and in no way inferior to such
fruits newly laid in, although they had been
there almost 100 years.”

In a footnote William Whiston, the trans-
lator, says: “Pliny (AD 27-79) and others
confirm this strange paradox, that provisions
laid up against sieges will continue good for
104 years, as Spanheim also notes upon this
place.” Such facts regarding long preserva-
tion of fruit and other food are confirmed by
many other historians.

Swinburn says, “In Spain they also have
the secret for preserving grapes sound and
juicy from one season to another.”

E. C. Delevon states that when he was in
Florence, Italy, “Signor Pippine, one of the
largest wine manufacturers, told me that he at
that time had in his lofts, for the use of his own
table, until the next harvest, a quantity of

grapes sufficient to make 100 gallons of
wine; that grapes could always be had, at any
time of the year, to make any desirable quan-
tity; and that there was nothing in the way of
obtaining the fruit of the vine free from fer-
mentation in wine countries at any period. A
large basket of grapes was sent to my lodg-
ings, which were as delicious, and looked as
fresh, as if recently taken from the vines,
though they had been picked for months.”

Fermentation Prevented
Professor Donovan, in his writing on

domestic economy, mentions three methods
by which all fermentation can be prevented:

“1. Grape juice will not ferment when
the air is completely excluded from it.

“2. The juice may be boiled, thereby
evaporating the water. The substance thus
becomes a syrup, which if very thick will not
ferment.

“3. If the juice is filtered and deprived of
its gluten; or yeast, the production of alcohol
will be impossible.” —Anti-Bacchus, p. 162.

Also, if the juice is kept below 45 de-
grees (in water or underground) it will not
ferment.

Four methods were used by the ancients
to keep their new wine from fermenting:

Boiling and Thickening
By this process the water is evaporated,

thus leaving so large a portion of sugar that
fermentation is prevented. “By boiling, the
juice of the richest grape loses all of its
aptitude for fermentation, and may after-
wards be preserved for years without under-
going any further change.” —Elements of
Chemistry, Herman Boerhave.

Liebig says, “The natural law causing
organic substances to pass into a state of
decay is annihilated in all cases by heating to
the boiling point.” The grape juice boils at
212 degrees; but alcohol evaporates at 170
degrees, which is 42 degrees below the boil-
ing point. So then, if any possible portion of
alcohol was in the juice, this process would
expel it. All yeast, which would cause fer-
mentation, is also destroyed by boiling. The
obvious object of boiling the juice was to
preserve it sweet and fit for use during the
year. The boiling continued for several hours
until ¼ to ½ of the water had boiled away.
Water was later added to the syrup when the
host desired to serve new wine.

Some of the celebrated Opimian wine,
mentioned by Pliny had, two centuries after
its production, the consistency of honey. Pro-

fessor Donovan says, “In order to preserve
their wines to these ages, the Romans con-
centrated the must or grape juice, of which
they were made, by evaporation, either spon-
taneous in the air or over a fire, and so much
so as to render them thick and syrupy.”

Horace, born 65 BC, says, “There is no
wine sweeter to drink than Lesopian. It is like
nectar, and resembles ambrosia more than
wine. It is perfectly harmless, and will not
produce intoxication.” —Anti-Bacchus p. 220.

“The Mishna states that the Jews were in
the habit of using boiled wine.” —Kitto,
Volume II, p. 477.

W. C. Brown, who traveled extensively
in Africa, Egypt, and Syria from AD 1792 to
1798, states, “Most of the wines of Syria are
prepared by boiling immediately after they
are pressed from the grape, until they are
considerably reduced in quantity, when they
are put into jars or large bottles and preserved
for use.” He adds, “There is reason to believe
that this mode of boiling was a general prac-
tice among the ancients.”

“It is observable that when sweet juices
are boiled down to a thick consistency, they
not only do not ferment in that state, but are
not easily brought into fermentation even
when diluted with as much water as they had
lost in the evaporation.” —Caspar Neuman,
MD, professor of chemistry.

Filtration
By filtration, the gluten or yeast is sepa-

rated from the juice of the grape. While the
juice will pass through the filtering imple-
ments, the gluten will not, and, being thus
separated, the necessary conditions of fer-
mentation are destroyed. The ancient writers,
when speaking of the removal of the vim, vi,
vires, that is, the potency or fermentable
power of the wine, use the following strong
words: eunuchrum, castratum, effaeminatum–
thus expressing the thoroughness of the proc-
ess by which all fermentation was destroyed.
Plutarch, born AD 60, in his Symposium,
says: “Wine is rendered old or feeble in
strength when it is frequently filtered. The
strength or spirit being thus excluded, the
wine neither inflames the brain nor infests the
mind and the passions, and is much more
pleasant to drink.”

Again, Pliny said, “Wines were rendered
old and castrated or deprived of all their vigor
by filtering.”

Captain Treat, in 1845, wrote, “When on
the south coast of Italy, I inquired particu-
larly about the wines in common use, and

Wine and the Bible
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found that those esteemed the best were sweet
and unintoxicating. The boiled juice of the
grape is in common use in Sicily. The
Calabrians keep their intoxicating and
unintoxicating wines in separate compart-
ments. From inquiries, I found that
unfermented wines were esteemed the most.
These wines were drunk mixed with water.
Great pains were taken in the vintage season
to have a good stock of them laid by. The
grape juice was filtered two or three times,
and then bottled, and some put in casks and
buried in the earth–some kept in water (to
prevent fermentation).” Dr. Lees’ Works,
Vol. II, p. 144.

Subsidence
[Meaning, to sink or fall to the bottom; settle]

The gluten may be so effectually sepa-
rated from the juice by subsidence as to
prevent fermentation. The gluten, being
heavier than the juice, will settle to the bot-
tom by its own weight if the must can be kept
from fermentation for a limited period. If the
juice is kept at a temperature below 45 de-
grees, it will not ferment. The juice being
kept cool, the gluten will settle to the bottom,
and the juice when siphoned off, and thus
deprived of the gluten, cannot ferment.

“They plunge the casks, immediately
after they are filled from the vat, into water,
until winter has passed away and the wine has
acquired the habit of being cold.” Kitto, II,
955; A.-B. 217; Smith’s Antiquities. Being
kept below 45 degrees, the gluten settled to
the bottom, and thus fermentation was pre-
vented.

Columella gives a recipe: “That your
must may always be as sweet as when it is
new, proceed in this way: Before you apply
the press to the fruit, take the must that has
already flowed from the grapes, put into a
new amphora [jar], bung it up, and cover it
very carefully with pitch, lest any water should
enter; then immerse it in a cistern or pond of
pure cold water, and allow no part of the
amphora to remain above the surface. After
40 days, take it out, and it will remain sweet
for a year.” He no doubt inferred that the pure
wine was to be poured off from the gluten that
had settled to the bottom. This wine would
again be sealed airtight and kept cool in the
ground or water until used. These ancients
had underground cellars where their wines
and other foods were preserved.

Fumigation
Dr. Ure states that fermentation may be

stopped by the application or admixture of
substances containing sulphur. Adams, in his
Roman Antiquities, on the authority of Pliny
and others, says, “The Romans fumigated
their wines with the fumes of sulphur; they
also mixed with the mustum (the newly
pressed juice) yokes of eggs and other arti-
cles containing sulphur.”

In all these extracts, the writers call the
grape juice wine, whether boiled, filtered,
subsided or fumigated.

Wine With Water
There is abundance of evidence that the

ancients mixed their wines with water. Not
because they were so strong with alcohol as
to require dilution, but because, being rich
syrups, they needed water to prepare them for
drinking.

According to Lightfoot, the Passover
was celebrated with nonalcoholic wine mixed
with water. Each person, man, woman and
child drank four cups. After celebrating the
Passover with His disciples, Christ took the
bread and wine that remained and instituted
the Lord’s supper. The wine was, we believe,
the rich syrup diluted with water. This kind of
wine met all the requirements of the law
concerning leaven. The true rendering of
matsah, according to Dr. F.R. Lees, means
unfermented things. It therefore refers not
only to bread.

Classification Of Wines
The careful reader of the Bible will no-

tice that in a number of cases wine is simply
mentioned without anything in the context to
determine its character. He will notice an-
other class, which unmistakably denotes the
bad character of the beverage. There is also a
third class, whose character is clearly desig-
nated as good.

Bad Wine
This class of texts refers to wine:

1. As the cause of intoxication. This is not
disputed.
2. As the cause of violence and woe. Prov.
4:17; 23:29-30.
3. As the cause of self-security and irreligion.
Isa. 28:7; 56:12; Hab. 2:5.
4. As poisonous and destructive. Prov. 23:31.
5. As condemning those who are devoted to
drink. Isa. 5:22; 1 Cor. 6:10.
6. As the emblem of punishment and of
eternal ruin. Psa. 60:3; 75:8; Is 51:17; Jer.
25:15; Rev. 14:10; 16:19.

Good Wine
I turn now to another class of texts which

speak with approval of a wine whose charac-
ter is good, and which is commended as a
blessing.

1. To be presented at the altar as an
offering to God. Num. 18:12; Neh. 10:37, 39;
13:5, 12.

2. Is classed among the blessings, the
comforts, the necessities of life. Gen. 27:28;
Deut. 7:13; 11:14; Isa. 65:8; Joel 3:18.

3. Is the emblem of spiritual blessings.
Isa. 55:1; Psa. 104:15.

4. Is the emblem of the blood of the
atonement, by which we receive forgiveness
of sins and eternal blessedness. Matt. 26:26-
28; 1 Cor. 10:16.

In all the passages where good wine is
named, there is no indication of warning, nor
intimation of danger, no hint of disapproval,
but always of decided approval.

How bold and strong is the contrast: The
one the cause of intoxication, of violence,
and of woes. The other the occasion of com-
fort and peace. The one the cause of irreligion
and of self-destruction. The other the devout
offering of piety on the altar of God. The one
the symbol of the divine wrath. The other the
symbol of spiritual blessings. The one the
emblem of eternal damnation. The other the
emblem of eternal salvation.

“The distinction in quality between the
good and the bad wine is as clear as between
good and bad men, or good and bad spirits;
for one is the constant subject of warning,
designated poison, both literally and figura-
tively, while the other is commended as re-
freshing and innocent, which no alcoholic
wine is.” Lees’ Appendix, p. 232.

Can it be that these blessings and curses
refer to the same beverage, and that an intoxi-
cating liquor? Dr. Nott says: “Can the same
thing, in the same state, be both good and bad;
a symbol of wrath, and a symbol of mercy; a
thing to be sought after, and a thing to be
avoided? Certainly not. And is the Bible,
then, inconsistent with itself? Again, cer-
tainly not!”

Professor M. Stuart says: “My final con-
clusion is this: Whenever the scriptures speak
of wine as a comfort, a blessing, or a libation
to God, and rank it with such articles as grain
and oil, they mean, and they can only mean
the wines that contained no alcohol that could
have a harmful effect; that wherever they
denounce it, and connect it with drunkenness
and revelling, they can mean only alcoholic
or intoxicating wine.” &
