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A n evil is in the professed camp
of the Lord, so gross in its
impudence, that the most

shortsighted can hardly fail to notice it
during the past few years. It has
developed at an abnormal rate, even for
evil. It has worked like leaven until the
whole lump ferments. The devil has
seldom done a cleverer thing than hinting
to the church that part of their mission is
to provide entertainment for the people,
with a view to winning them.

From speaking out as the Puritans
did, the [professed] church has gradually
toned down her testimony, then winked
at and excused the frivolities of the day.
Then she tolerated them in her borders.
Now she has adopted them under the

plea of reaching the masses.
My first contention is that providing

amusement for the people is nowhere
spoken of in the scriptures as a function
of the church. If it is a Christian work,
why did not Christ speak of it? “…Go ye
into all the world, and preach the gospel
to every creature.” Mark 16:15. That is
clear enough. So it would have been if
He had added, “and provide amusement
for those who do not relish the gospel.”
No such words, however, are to be found.
It did not seem to occur to Him.

Then again, “And he gave some,
apostles; and some, prophets; and some,
evangelists; and some, pastors and
teachers…for the work of the ministry”

Some people have it and some people don’t. Paul had it.
The vagabond Jews did not. And the devil knew the difference.
What a thought to consider–the devil still knows those who
are Christ’s and who are not. He knows the sheep from the
goats.  He knows true religion from false. And so he ought,
he being the instigator of every religious lie and deception.

Just as God uncovered the vagabond Jews on that day in
Ephesus, causing them to flee “naked and wounded,” so He
is exposing false religion and its adherents in this, our day.

I Love the Music
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M ay God help the truth of
the true gospel to grip the
minds of the masses and

help them to see the drastic
difference between today’s money-
heaping teachers and those of the
Bible and church history. These two
types of Christians are not the same.

The “bishop” T.D. Jakes, for
example, makes a fine living from
his flock, but in what way does his
experience relate to the apostle
Paul’s? What is the difference
between the gospel of Jakes that
makes him rich, famous and
acceptable, and the gospel that
caused Paul to suffer ill-will and
pain? Paul said that “we must
through much tribulation enter into
the kingdom of God” (Acts 14:22).
All true Christians find that this is
so. The experience of tribulation is
a clear normality in a true Christian’s
life, as proven by scripture and

his fair speech as to request his
autograph? This would possibly be the
igniting spark for a good season of
laughter for many. Why? Because the
joke would be evident, the appearance
of the imposter would be too diverse
from the real. Many of those who are
held to be Bible teachers today fail to fit
the biblical and historical description of
what they claim to be. Neither their
luxurious lives nor their popular doctrine
lines up with the Word. A little thought
upon this matter by our readers will help
them to understand. It is not having
wealth that is wrong, if it is not an idol or
attained in a wrong way. Yet attaining
wealth from religion and a so-called
gospel is like being like those that sold
doves in the temple for gain.

Although we live in America and in
modern times, this does not change the
result of the unchanging gospel. Wicked
men are wicked men no matter what
country or time period they live in, and

of gaining fame and gold they are
numbered with those who are falsely
branded as a cult. It was said of the
early saints that they were every
where spoken against (Acts 28:22).

The true God of the Bible is
highly interested in unmasking those
who claim that they are His angels
(messengers) and yet are not. He is
intense in His efforts to deliver His
sheep from the ravening wolves that
fill the pulpits and continually teach
lies. Many of these, if not all, do not
turn the wicked from their
wickedness, but rather, bless the
flesh of the people while they swiftly
rush on to an endless hell. If the
message of the messenger is not
bold and life transforming, it is not
of Christ.

history. All
that live godly
shall suffer
persecution.
II Tim. 3:12.
Where then is
the tribulation that should naturally
follow the preaching of the gospel
among the rich and famous
preachers? Are they not full of
comfort and luxury?

Should not our religious leaders
and teachers match with what’s in
the Bible? If a seven foot, three
hundred pound man travelled around
the country in a suit and tie, claiming
to be the President of the United
States, could one be so deceived by

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(Eph. 4:11-12). Where do entertainers
come in? The Holy Spirit is silent
concerning them. Were the prophets
persecuted because they amused the
people or because they refused? The
concert has no martyr roll.

Again, providing amusement is in
direct antagonism to the teaching and
life of Christ and all His apostles. What
was the attitude of the church to the
world? “Ye are the salt” (Matt. 5:13),
not the sugar candy–something the world
will spit out, not swallow. Short and
sharp was the utterance, “Let the dead
bury their dead” (Matt. 8:22). He was in
awful earnestness.

Had Christ introduced more of the
bright and pleasant elements into His
mission, He would have been more
popular when they went back, because
of the searching nature of His teaching.
I do not hear Him say, “Run after these
people, Peter, and tell them we will have
a different style of service tomorrow,
something short and attractive with little
preaching. We will have a pleasant
evening for the people. Tell them they
will be sure to enjoy it. Be quick, Peter,
we must get the people somehow.” Jesus
pitied sinners, sighed and wept over
them, but never sought to amuse them.

In vain will the epistles be searched
to find any trace of this gospel of
amusement! Their message is, “Come
out, keep out, keep clean out!” Anything
approaching fooling is conspicuous by
its absence. The apostles had boundless
confidence in the gospel and employed
no other weapon.

After Peter and John were locked up
for preaching, the church had a prayer
meeting, but they did not pray, “Lord,
grant unto thy servants that by a wise
and discriminating use of innocent
recreation we may show these people
how happy we are.” If they ceased not
from preaching Christ, they had not
time for arranging entertainments.
Scattered by persecution, they went
everywhere preaching the gospel. They
turned the world upside down (Acts
17:6). That is the only difference! Lord,
clear the church of all the rot and rubbish

Children of Wrath

M ankind are by nature the
children of wrath (Eph. 2:3).
Adam and Eve sinned; they

disobeyed God. All humankind reap the
results. Born in fallen Adam’s image
with a bent to sin,  “all have sinned and
come short of the glory of God,”
wherefore “cometh the wrath of God
upon the children of disobedience”
(Rom. 3:23; Eph. 5:6).

Sin is exceedingly sinful. One sin
separated Adam and Eve from God,
and, through Adam, the  human race has
been separated from God (Rom. 5:19).
Unless Adam and Eve fully repented of
their wickedness, their souls plunged
into an unalterable eternity of torment
after death, the likes of which are
unknown to this time world. You, dear
reader, would follow them there except
it be for this–that Jesus delivers you
from the wrath to come (I Thess. 1:10).

The Wrath to Come
Torment will enflame each soul who

lived in disobedience to the Word of
God, at its moment of leaving its mortal
body at death. Deliverance from sin and
the wrath to come requires Bible
repentance in this life. When John the
baptist “...saw many of the Pharisees
and Sadducees come to his baptism, he
said unto them, O generation of vipers,
who hath warned you to flee from the

Lastly, the mission of amusement
fails to effect the end desired. It works
havoc among young converts. Let the
careless and scoffers, who thank God
because the church met them halfway,
speak and testify. Let the heavy laden
who found peace through the concert
not keep silent!

been God’s link in the chain of the
conversion, stand up! There are none to
answer. The mission of amusement
produces no converts.

The need of the hour for today’s
ministry is believing scholarship joined
with earnest spirituality, the one
springing from the other as fruit from
the root. The need is biblical doctrine, so
understood and felt, that it sets men on
fire.  & —Selected

wrath to come? Bring forth therefore
fruits meet for repentance.” Matt. 3:7-8.

This same John was sent from God
to herald the One who delivers from sin
and from the wrath to come. “The next
day John seeth Jesus coming unto him,
and saith, Behold the Lamb of God,
which taketh away the sin of the world.”
Jn. 1:29. The soul-cleansing blood of the

Who, you might ask, walks holy as
Jesus walked? As the church of God in
the morning time could say in the sight
of God that “we may have boldness in
the day of judgment: because as he is, so
are we in this world” (I Jn. 4:17), so the
church of God in these last days has been
made, by His sanctifying power, “a
glorious church, not having spot, or
wrinkle, or any such thing; but...[is]
holy and without blemish” (Eph. 5:27).

The Wrath of God
Revealed from Heaven

Through the written Word of God,
through holy, God-sent preachers of the
gospel over the ages, and through God’s
personal dealings in judgment upon the
generations, “the wrath of God [has

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Word of God is so seldom being searched
out in our time, and how little heed is
given to our few God-sent prophets who
are warning souls to flee from the wrath
to come. Know that God is angry.

The Seven Last Plagues

Bowls of Wrath
Today, God is revealing His wrath

from heaven through able ministers of
the Spirit (II Cor. 3:6).  These ministers
are referred to as “angels” (messengers)
in the book of Revelation (Rev 1:20).

God’s end-time ministry has been
given seven vials full of the wrath of God
(the seven last plagues–Rev. 15:7; 21:9)
and have been told to “pour out the vials
of the wrath of God upon the earth
[mankind]” (Rev. 16:1). These vials,
according to the meaning of the Greek
word from which it is translated, actually
signify bowls, which are broader than
they are deep. Their contents, when
poured out, empty rapidly. God’s anger
is full. The Greek word translated
“plagues” is related to another Greek
word meaning to pound or to smite (as
with a hammer). “Is not my word...like
a hammer...?” Jer. 23:29. Jesus smites
the nations with a sharp sword that goes
out of His mouth (Rev. 19:15).  “For the
word of God is quick, and powerful, and
sharper than any twoedged sword.”

“And I saw another mighty angel
[God’s ministry] come down from
heaven...And he had in his hand a little
book open...[the Bible, made clear to
the listeners]” Rev. 10:1-2.

Pouring out the vials is strong
preaching that convicts eternity-bound
souls of the extreme urgency and absolute
necessity of fleeing from the wrath to
come, that makes clear to them their
way of escape and their place of refuge,
that impresses within them the spiritual
realities of these end times. “And there
came unto me one of the seven angels
which had the seven vials full of the
seven last plagues, and talked with me,
saying, Come hither, I will shew thee
the bride, the Lamb’s wife. And he
carried me away in the spirit to a great
and high mountain, and shewed me that
great city, the holy Jerusalem,
descending out of heaven from God,
Having the glory of God...And the
nations of them which are saved shall

walk in the light of it...And there shall in
no wise enter into it any thing that
defileth, neither whatsoever worketh
abomination, or maketh a lie: but they
which are written in the Lamb’s book of
life” (Rev. 21:9-11; 24a, 27). This
describes the restored church in our
time into which all souls must flee.

Bibles are so prevalent in this present
age, more so than in any other time of
which we know, yet spiritual darkness is
so great. Men are willingly ignorant of
the things of God. They prefer their own
fleshly, selfish lusts over seeking God to
know what pleases Him. How
accountable we are for the truth that is
available to us! and how full God’s
anger is that in these last days in which
He is revealing His glorious church, His
message of salvation which is being so
clearly  preached is rejected and instead,
men are “lovers of their own selves,
covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers,
disobedient to parents, unthankful,
unholy. Without natural affection…
despisers of those that are good, traitors,
heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures
more than lovers of God; Having a form
of godliness, but denying the power
thereof...” II Tim. 3:1-5.

Many souls find their form of
godliness in Babylon: a “church,” a so-
called bride of Christ, who has spots,
wrinkles and such things, unholy and
blemished with sins. God instructs souls
to turn away from such (II Tim. 3:5).

Do you
find yourself
among a
people who

t hemse lves
Chr i s t i ans ,
and yet are not
in contact with
the power of
the blood of
Jesus to purge
sin from their
midst? “...Let every one that nameth the
name of Christ depart from iniquity.”
II Tim. 2:19. Woe unto them who preach
with unpurged lips and to them who call
themselves after His holy name, while
defiled with sins! God’s wrath is pouring
out upon such ones who preach “another
gospel” of “another Jesus” who can
never take away sins, for “He that saith,

been] revealed from heaven against all
ungodliness and unrighteousness of
men” (Rom. 1:18).

Learn from His written revelation:
Consider the wrath of God in that He
“spared not the old world...bringing in
the flood upon the world of the ungodly;
And turning the cities of Sodom and
Gomorrha into ashes condemned them

with an
o v e r t h r o w ,
making them
an ensample
unto those that
after should
live ungodly.”
II Pet. 2:5-6.

Consider
the wrath of
God in the
case of hard-
h e a r t e d

Pharoah. Ten plagues were sent upon
the Egyptians for his resistance to the
will of God. Pharoah’s army drowned in
the Red Sea after the Lord caused His
people to pass through it dry-shod.

Consider the wrath of God upon the
Jews who rejected God’s Word and His
prophets: “And the Lord God of their
fathers sent to them by his
messengers...because he had compassion
on his people...But they mocked the
messengers of God, and despised his
words, and misused his prophets, until
the wrath of the Lord arose against his
people, till there was no remedy.” II
Chron. 36:15-16.

Consider the Jews who were
responsible for crucifying Jesus. He
rejected the Jews at last and walked
away from their temple, never to return.
He foretold the desolation of the city of
Jerusalem, which was once the faithful
city. Their temple was destroyed by the
Romans in A.D. 70, not one stone being
left upon another; the vengeance of
Almighty God having been poured out
upon the Jews.

O soul! consider yourself today as,
like unto the days of Noah, God sees the
great wickedness of man. Consider
yourself today as, like unto the days of
Sodom and Gomorrha, the exceedingly
wicked perversions of fornication and
homosexuality run rampant throughout
our world. Consider yourself today as,
like unto the Jews of old, the written

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I know him, and keepeth not his
commandments, is a liar, and the truth is
not in him. He that saith he abideth in
him ought himself also so to walk, even
as he walked” (I John 2:4, 6).

The Cup of His Wrath
God’s messengers show the

judgment against false religion. “And
there came one of the seven angels which
had the seven vials, and talked with me,
saying unto me, Come hither; I will
shew unto thee the judgment of the
great whore...And upon her forehead
was a name written, Mystery,
Babylon the Great, The Mother of
Harlots and Abominations of the
Earth” (Rev. 17:1, 5). “...Her sins
have reached unto heaven, and God
hath remembered her iniquities.”
“...Babylon came in remembrance
before God, to give unto her the cup
of the wine of the fierceness of his
wrath” (Rev.18:5; 16:19).

They who partake of Babylon’s
wine “shall drink of the wine of the
wrath of God, which is poured out
without mixture into the cup of his
indignation; and he shall be
tormented with fire and brimstone in
the presence of the holy angels, and
in the presence of the Lamb.” Rev.
14:10. It is a gravely serious thing to
associate with Babylon.  Most souls
are in this grave condition: “...by
[her] sorceries were all nations
deceived” (Rev. 18:23). One must
be sure not to be a partaker with her,
for the day of God’s wrath has come
upon her and all who do not forsake
her shall partake of her plagues.

We beseech you to examine
before God, in the light of eternity,
whether you are in a cage of
deception, and if you are, to run for
your everlasting life!! Babylon’s
plagues shall “come in one day,
death, and mourning, and famine;
and she shall be utterly burned with fire:
for strong is the Lord God who judgeth
her.” Rev. 18:8. Heed the warning from
heaven and “...Come out of her, my
people, that ye be not partakers of her
sins, and that ye receive not of her
plagues.” Rev. 18:4.

The  Seven Last Plagues
God is eternally serious. He has

been longsuffering with all of us.
However, His longsuffering does not
lessen His hatred toward evil or His
grief at man’s rebellion against Him.

“But he, being full of compassion,
forgave their iniquity, and destroyed
them not: yea, many a time turned he his
anger away, and did not stir up all his
wrath.  How oft did they provoke him in
the wilderness, and grieve him in the
desert.” Psalm 78:38, 40.

In times past, the Lord turned away

His bowls of wrath through His end-
time ministers, sending forth His final
warning at earth’s final moments before
“...the Lord Jesus shall be revealed from
heaven with his mighty angels, in flaming
fire taking vengeance on them that know
not God, and that obey not the gospel of
our Lord Jesus Christ: Who shall be
punished with everlasting destruction
form the presence of the Lord, and from
the glory of his power.” II Thess. 1:7-9.
Behold! Jesus is at the very door of our

eternity-bound souls and the wrath
of the Lamb is pouring out against
false religion.

If we are not holy when Jesus
returns for His holy bride, Jesus will
not help us. He, Himself, is the head
of the army of saints administering
the wrath of God, calling souls to
accept His deliverance today from
the wrath to come, or be tormented
forever at His soon coming. “And I
saw heaven opened, and behold a
white horse; and he that sat upon him
was called Faithful and True, and in
righteousness he doth judge and
make war. His eyes were as a flame
of fire…And his name is called The
Word of God. And the armies which
were in heaven followed him upon
white horses, clothed in fine linen,
white and clean. And out of his
mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with
it he should smite the nations…and
he treadeth the winepress of the
fierceness and wrath of Almighty
God.” Rev. 19:11-15. His sword is
smiting now; it is pricking hearts and
stirring souls now. Woe unto the one
who kicks against His pricks, but
everlasting blessedness unto the one
who yields to the Word of God.
Longsuffering and mercy will soon
come to an end: “For if we sin wilfully
after that we have received the
knowledge of the truth, there
remaineth no more sacrifice for sins,

But a certain fearful looking for of
judgment and fiery indignation, which
shall devour the adversaries.  It is a
fearful thing to fall into the hands of the
living God…yet a little while, and he
that shall come will come, and will not
tarry.” Heb. 10:26, 27, 31, 37.

In these last of the last days, the last
plagues are being administered, warning
souls one last time to flee now from
