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As Becomes the Gospel

Albert Barnes

“Only let your conversation be as it becometh the
gospel of Christ.” Phil. 1:27.

The word “conversation” we now apply almost
exclusively to oral discourse, or to talking. But it was not
formerly confined to that and is never so used in the
scriptures. It means conduct in general, including, of
course, our manner of speaking, but not limited to that

In our manner of speech, our plans of living, our
dealings with others, our conduct and walk in the church
all should be done as becomes the gospel.

The rules of the gospel are to be applied to all our
conduct—to our conversation, business transactiong
modes of dress, style of living, entertainments, etc.

There is nothing which we do, or say, or purpose, that i$

to be excepted from those rules.

There is a way of living which is appropriate to the
gospel, or which is such as the gospel requires. There
something which the gospel would secure as its prope
fruits in all our conduct, and by which our lives should
be regulated. It would distinguish us from the frivolous,
and from those who seek honor and wealth as thei
supreme object. If all [professed] Christians were unde
the influence of the gospel, there would be something in
their dress, temper, conversation, and aims, which woulg
distinguish them from others; The gospel is not a thing
of nothing; nor is it intended that it should exert no
influence on its friends.

It is very important that Christians should frame
their lives by the rules of the gospel, and, to this end
should study them and know what they are. This is
important because:

(@) They are the best and wisest of all rules.

(b) Itis only in this way that Christians can do good.
(c) They have solemnly covenanted with the Lord to
take His laws as their guide.

(d) Itis only in this way that they can enjoy religion.
(e) Itis only by this that they can have peace on a dying
bed.

If people live as “becometh the gospel,” they live
well. Their lives are honest and honorable. They are
people of truth and uprightness. They will have no
sources of regret when they die, and they will not give
occasion to their friends to hang their heads with sham
in the remembrance of them.

No man on adying bed ever yet regretted that he ha
framed his life by the rules of the gospel or felt that his
conduct had been conformed too much t&it.

“Ye shall not make any cuttings in your flesh for th
dead, nor print any marks upon you: | am the Lord.
Leviticus 19:28.

Adam Clarke states, “It was a very ancient and
very general custom to carry marks on the body in honor
of the object of their worship. All the castes of the
Hindoos bear on their foreheads or elsewhere what gre
called the sectarian marks, which distinguish them, not
only in a civil but also in a religious point of view, from
each other.

“Most of the barbarous nations lately discovere
have their faces, arms, breasts, etc., curiously carved or
tattooed, probably for superstitious purposes. Ancient
writers abound with accounts of marks made on the face,
arms, etc., in honor of different idols.”

History shows that ancient pagans used to mark
themselves. The Bible teaches us not to follow the ways
of the heathen. “Thus saith the Lord, Learn not the way
of the heathen...For the customs of the people are
vain...” Jer. 10:2-3.

Tattoos and piercings have made a comeback, alopng
with other pagan practices, but even common sense
itself ought to teach us that God'’s displeasure is upon it.

Voluntary disfigurement of the person is an outrage
upon God’s workmanship. Should we not be content
with the way God has made us? And do not both tattoos
and piercings draw undue attention to one’s body,
especially when they are often sensual, unrightequs
images or writings?

(I expect many of the youth now receiving tattogs
will regret getting them before too many years—especially
when they are no longer in vogue!)

The New Testament clearly teaches that we are
to be conformed to this world (Rom. 12:2) and not
love the things of the world (1 Jn. 2:15-16). “Love not
the world, neither the things that are in the world. If any
man love the world, the love of the Fatisenotin him.
For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the
lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Fath
but is of the world.”

Christians are to live separate from the world and
course (2 Cor. 6:17; Eph. 2:2).
